

GRAPHITE





Pencil lead, sports’ racquets





Manufactured by heating carbon under high pressure.  One of the few non-metals that conduct electricity.  It can be made into strong fibres   





CHLORINE





Bleach, disinfecting swimming pools, making plastics





Manufactured from the chemical sodium chloride, (common salt)





OXYGEN





Medical





A gas that is found in the air.  It does not need to be manufactured





LEAD





Making solder, waterproofing edges of roofs





A metal that is manufactured from the material called galena





GRANITE





Building statues, gravestones





Obtained from the ground by quarrying.  Not changed chemically





GLASS





Windows





Manufactured by melting sand with sodium carbonate and limestone











RUBBER





Elastic bands, pencil erasers





Some is collected from trees then heated to make it solid.  Synthetic rubber is manufactured from oil











PVC





Window frames, guttering and drainpipes, wellington boots





PVC stands for polyvinylchloride. It is a plastic and it is made from oil





SANDSTONE





Building statues, gravestones





Obtained from the ground by quarrying.  Not changed chemically








COPPER





Water pipes, electrical wires





Manufactured from the material malachite by changing it chemically





CHARCOAL





Fuel for barbecues, for drawing





Manufactured by heating wood in the absence of air 





IRON





Car bodies, girders for bridges, making steel





Manufactured from the material haematite.  It is a metal 





GOLD





Jewellery





Found naturally in the ground and hammered into shape.  It is a metal





ALUMINIUM





Window frames, kitchen foil, drinks cans





Manufactured from the material bauxite.  It is a metal 





WOOD





Furniture, decorative objects, pencils





Carved or cut into shape without any chemical change





NYLON





Tights, clothing, parts of personal stereos





Manufactured from oil.  It is a type of plastic 





PLASTICS





Frames for spectacles, bottles, bags, pens, rulers





Manufactured from oil by chemical reactions 





WOOL





Making clothing





Obtained from sheep.  Not changed chemically, simply spun into yarn





COTTON





Making clothing





Made from plants.  Not changed chemically, simply spun into thread
