Tiny animals live in the sea. When they die, they fall into the mud at the bottom. The sea stops them from rotting away.





People use drilling rigs to pierce the rock layers and remove the fuels.





Movements in the Earth squash and fold the layers of rock. Oil and gas move up through the rock because they are lighter than rock. If there is a hard rock layer that will not let gas or oil out, the fuels get trapped.





Over millions of years, many layers of mud form over the animals. Some of these layers become rock. The dead animals become oil and gas.
